Information

The practice is subject to a range of legislation covering the information that we collect about our patients.  Confidentiality is very important and all the doctors and staff work to strict guidelines to ensure that information about patients is kept securely in the practice.

However, there are times when properly authorised people outside the Practice have access to our medical records.   These include the following: - 
The Health & Social Care Board and the Business Services Organisation who, as part of their probity work, occasionally check records against claims made for payment for the provision of services.  The practice is subject to the following legislation, which tells us what our responsibilities are relating to the data we hold on patients, and what rights patients and other interested parties have to access that information: - Data Protection Act 1988 and Freedom of Information Act 2000.

The Practice adheres to the requirements of the Medicines Act for the storage, prescribing, dispensing, recording and disposal of drugs including controlled drugs.

	Appointments

Will be booked by GP after a telephone call.  (Excluding Wednesday afternoon).  Normal appointments are for 10 minutes and cannot accommodate two people unless agreed by the Doctor.  Appointments are available both morning & afternoon. Video consultations maybe used when appropriate to contact patients.  Text messages also may be used to update patients.
New Patients are welcome from our catchment area.  We are committed to providing you with the best service possible.  You will be treated with respect as an individual, irrespective of ethnic origin, age, religious beliefs, personal attributes or the nature of your health problems.  

To register with the practice, please call at reception and request our Practice paperwork, bringing your signed medical card if possible.   Patients have the right to be registered with a GP Practice and to receive appropriate General Medical Care.  Patients may request an appointment with a specific doctor. Consultations are also available for patients aged over 75 years or patients who have not attended in 3 years.
We are a Queen’s University teaching practice, involved in training medical students.  Occasionally they may be present during your consultation.  If you are not comfortable with this, you can ask for them to leave.
Interpreter services are available for patients whose first language is not English and for patients who have a hearing impairment please advise reception at the time of booking your appointment.

Please help us to help you.  If you are unable to attend your appointment, please let us know as soon as possible, so we can offer it to another patient.

Emergencies / Urgent Problems

The first available doctor will see/speak to patients regarding urgent problems on the same day.  Please use this service with consideration.  Try not to ask the doctor about problems which are unrelated or can wait.

Sickness Certificate 

The first week of any illness requires a self-certification (SC2 Form).  This Form can be obtained from  Reception or Bow House, Bow Street, Lisburn or can be  can be downloaded from www.hmrc. gov.uk/forms/sc2.  If your illness lasts longer than one week please contact reception by telephone.
